The change will allow the
Library to fully utilize the
site for building and park-
ing, presenting fewer
setback requirements,
allowing greater flexibility
situating the building on the
land and allowing more
options for future needs.
The Library remains
dedicated to providing the
maximum amount of off
street parking to serve the
needs of Library users.

to secure an option for a
third parcel along Alpine
Street. The additional
property has resulted in the
Library’s site growing to
just over one acre in total
property.

The Library will exercise
its options to purchase the
properties on Alpine Street
during the month of May.
Subsequent to officially
exercising the options, the

Library will begin the title
work and arrange closing
with the owners, a process
that should take no longer
than 30 days from the time
the options are exercised.
Additionally, the Library’s
Facilities Committee has
continued working on the
functional interior layout of
the new facility, refining
area adjacencies and interior

participation. Join us for a
fun-filled afternoon of mu-
sic and refreshments, then
stop inside the library and
register for the Summer
Reading Program.

Last year over 800 chil-
dren participated in the
Summer Reading Program
and the library looks for-
ward to attracting even
more families this summer.
The theme for this year’s
Summer Reading Program
is “Paws, Claws, Scales and
Tales”. The program will
run until August 4. Chil-
dren can register anytime
during the summer. Regis-
tration involves filling out a
reading record and setting a
reading goal. The reading
goal can be a certain num-
ber of books read over the
summer or an amount of
time spent reading each
week. Children who cannot
read yet may participate
with a parent or caregiver
by signing up for the “Read-
To-Me” program. Reading

records will be kept at the
library so children can keep
track of their progress.

space allocations to ensure
a flexible environment that
meets the needs of both
members of the public as
well as service staff. The
Facilities Committee
continues refer to the input
generated by members of
the public during the 2002-
2004 planning process in
order to ensure the services
and amenities desired are
included in the new
facility.

The Library’s Architec-
tural firm, Holzheimer,
Bolek Architects, are
nearing the structural
design phase of the
building project. In order
to provide the best safety
margin and to ensure the
Library is able to build the
best building possible with
the funds allocated to the

project, the Library Board
has determined to hire a
construction management
firm to assist in value
engineering and planning.
At press time, interviews for
this service have begun and
the Board expects to
approve hiring a construc-
tion management firm at the
June Board meeting. In
addition to coordinating the
site preparation and con-
struction of the new facility,
the selected firm will also be
responsible for assisting the
Library and the architects to
understand the cost aspects
of the proposed design,
evaluate constructability of
the new building and help
keep the Library on budget.
Parking

To clarify a report that
appeared in the Dexter
Leader on 4/13/06, the

Library is committed to
incorporating the maximum
number of off street parking
spaces at the new location.
Parking issues were frequently
cited by the public during the
Library’s planning process and
the Library Board has empha-
sized the need for ample
parking for Library patrons
with the architects, the
Facilities Committee and
through the Planning and
Zoning process. The condi-
tional rezoning process was
undertaken in order to allow
the Library to develop the
Alpine Street properties to
their maximum potential.
While the Village Council did
add the condition that the
library would provide the
maximum number of off street
parking spaces allowed, this
was the Library’s intention
from the start.

Michigan Library Exchange (MILE)
Makes Slow Progress Toward Restoring Service

Over the course of the last
two years, the Dexter Dis-
trict Library participated in
the Michigan Library Ex-
change (MiILE) Interlibrary
Loan program. This pro-
gram allowed residents of
Dexter to access a variety of
public, academic and special
library catalogs and request
items be delivered to them
via the Dexter Library.

In late Fall 2005, the MiLE
Interlibrary Loan servers
were compromised by an
intrusion. During the com-
puter attack on the server,
the data regarding the loan
transactions was damaged
beyond recovery and the
MIiLE system was shut

down.

No personally identifying
information regarding indi-
vidual borrower was stored
on this server. The MiLE
server coordinated lending
between libraries and tracked
which items had been sent to
which library rather than in-
dividual borrowers.

Unfortunately, the attack
resulted in the loss of this
service that continues to the
present.

As a result of the attack and
subsequent damage, the
MiLE Consortium members
decided to upgrade the sys-
tem software to provide an
additional level of security.

Unfortunately, the long de-

lay in reestablishing the ser-
vice has caused several major
libraries to drop out of the
MIiLE program. Libraries no
longer participating in the
program include Eastern
Michigan University, Univer-
sity of Michigan Dearborn
and the Ann Arbor District
Library.

The Consortium is currently
in the final stages of testing
the new software, providing
additional training materials
to local libraries and prepar-
ing to bring the system back
on-line, with the possibility
that the MILE request system
will be once again available
to the public within the next
month.

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DIRECTOR’S CORNER By PAUL MCCANN

Constructing the new Li-
brary will be a complex
process. The Library has
completed the first step of
that process by securing
conditional rezoning ap-
proval from the Village of
Dexter. The next steps in
the process include finaliz-
ing the purchase of the Al-
pine Street properties, struc-
tural building design, Vil-
lage site plan approval, site
preparation and the con-
struction process.

Both the structural design
process and the Village
planning process are prereg-
uisites to the actual con-
struction phase and we will
have a more concrete date
for the start of construction
once these phases are com-
plete. It is expected that
these two phases will be
finished this fall.

The Library and its Archi-
tectural firm, Holzheimer,

Bolek Architects, are near-
ing the end of the schematic
design phase of the building
project. In the next couple
of weeks, current floor plans
will be on display at the
library so patrons can keep
up to date with the latest
developments.

At the beginning of the
project, the Library Board
had determined though dis-
cussions with the architect
that the project would bene-
fit greatly by hiring a con-
struction management firm.
This prudent decision will
provide the best safety mar-
gin during construction and
ensure that the Library is
able to build the best build-
ing possible within the
funds available to the pro-
ject. In addition to cost esti-
mating, the construction
management firm will pro-
vide constructability re-
views and offer cost effec-

tive alternatives where ap-
propriate. At present time
interviews for this service
have begun and the Board
expects to approve a con-
tract for construction man-
agement at their June Board
meeting.

Throughout this process,
the Library Board is com-
mitted to making efficient
progress while ensuring the
project funding is maxi-
mized to its full potential.

This is a very exciting time
for the Library. The Board
and the staff are eagerly
looking forward to fulfilling
the potential the expanded
facility will offer to the
community. We will con-
tinue to look for opportuni-
ties to expand our current
offerings of services and
materials within the con-
fines of the Fourth St. loca-
tion as we work towards
the future.
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
